The Harbin Shili Group is a leading component provider 
to the Chinese automotive and aviation industries. It  
currently has more than 240 employees. As the number 
of the company’s new orders began to rise, Shili Group 
decided to find a financing partner who could satisfy the 
growing needs of its customers.

SFS was one of the key players who enabled an ultra-
modern and environmentally friendly combined cycle 
power plant to go into operation in Tessenderlo, Belgium. 

The Siemens T-Power facility, with a capacity of 430 MW, 
is owned and operated by the company T-Power NV. This 
joint venture is comprised of Siemens Project Ventures 
GmbH, International Power plc and Tessenderlo Chemie 
NV. The power plant not only supplies electricity to the 
production facilities at the local chemical site, but also 
feeds power into the public grid.

The gas-fired plant, which could supply more than 
240,000 Belgian households with electricity, represents 
the first IPP (independent power producer) model of this 
size in Belgium. The project volume totals €440 million.  
Siemens Project Ventures took the lead in structuring 
the project’s financing, in which a pool of 10 banks took 
part. The project also received the support of political 
leaders in Belgium because the combined cycle power 
plant, with its exceptional efficiency levels and rapid 
reaction times, serves as the ideal complement to wind 
power stations and can effectively prevent shortages  
of electricity from occurring.

When the Florida Institute of Technology (FIT), an inde
pendent technological university, needed to replace  
inefficient lighting, heating, ventilation, air-conditioning 
(HVAC) and other equipment to make its campus more 
efficient, Siemens offered a complete solution to meet 
the university’s needs. 

Siemens provided an energy conversion solution that 
included equipment and financing of the US$10 million 
project. The annual energy and utility savings generated 
by the new equipment will exceed the annual cost to 
finance the entire project, enabling the project to pay  
for itself over the 10-year financing term. 

Jack Armul, Senior Vice President for Finance and Business 
Operations and CFO of FIT, said: “Siemens Financial  
Services was very responsive to our needs and gave us a 
very competitive cost of financing. They are very easy to 
work with.”

Stolitsa Medical Center, Russia

The Russian company DeltaLeasing was acquired by  
Siemens in April 2011. On October 1, 2011, Delta
Leasing was integrated into Siemens Financial Services. 
The new affiliate in Russia is headquartered in Vladivos
tok and has 17 branch offices across Russia. Recently, 
it developed a new financial product – tailored to the 
needs of the private healthcare market in Russia – 
within an extremely short time frame.

Stolitsa is a private hospital that has been successfully 
treating patients in the Russian market for more than 
six years.

Stolitsa was planning to open another medical center  
in Moscow and wanted to lease all of the equipment.  
It asked SFS Russia to finance used equipment of a  
competitor. During the initial sales discussion, however, 
SFS Russia not only presented its new leasing product, 
a unique offering in the Russian healthcare market, but 
also proposed to use brand-new Siemens equipment in 
the place of the used systems. Only a few weeks after 
initial contact was made, the customer was completely 
convinced by SFS and Siemens Healthcare, and Siemens  
diagnostic equipment worth US$1.5 million was financed. 
The new systems included a MAGNETOM C! and a 
SOMATOM Emotion.
